FROM THE PRESIDENT 
Researchers at Emory University did MRIs on some 
grandmothers as they were shown pictures of their 
grandchildren, grown children, and an anonymous child. 
Because of the “cute factor”, the researchers found that 
the grandmothers had higher empathy for their 
grandchild than their own grown children. Almost no 
reaction for the anonymous child. When the grandchild 
was smiling the grandmother felt the child’s joy; when 
the grandchild was crying the grandmother felt the 
child’s pain. Now that I am a grandfather, I am not 
surprised at this result at all. In fact, I am tempted to say 
‘Duh’. Then the author of this short summary compared 
its results to the prophet Zephaniah’s words about God 
looking at His people. “He will take great delight in you; 
in his love he will . . . rejoice over you with singing”. And 
like an empathic grandmother God feels our pain. It is so 
nice to know that God has real feelings for us. He is not 
a faraway God, but One who loves and delights in us. 
Can you imagine Him singing over you?  
 
At the May Council meeting, a member of the council 
brought up the question of the AED we have hanging in 
the Church. When was the last time it was checked and 
maintained? Great question. And this illustrates just how 
important it is that we all work together in our church. 
Each of us sees and thinks about things that others may 
not be thinking about or noticing. It won’t be too long and 
a committee will begin the task of finding people willing 
to serve on the Boards of our Church. Try to identify a 
way you can help do the work needing to be done. 
Maybe you could volunteer for a particular Board you 
feel is doing the work you could help with, before the 
committee comes calling. You can help bring up things 
that need the attention of the Church just like the almost 
forgotten AED. By the way, the battery has been 
changed in the AED and the pads were changed a 
couple years ago, so all is ready to go. As always, if you 
have a question or concern, please bring it to the 
attention of one of the members of the Council.
